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Psst….We’re Talking About Pests 
The Bayfield County Land Conservation Invasive Species Staff monitor terrestrial invasive species. For more 
information, visit the Land Conservation webpage here: www.bayfieldcounty.wi.gov/145/Land-Water-
Conservation. 

Bayfield County is abundant in natural resources which many residents use for both recreation and as part of 
their daily lives. However; there are some invasive species that now call Bayfield County their home, including 
both the Spongy Moth and Eastern Tent Caterpillars. 

Spongy Moth Caterpillars are characterized by a fuzzy/hairy 
appearance with five pairs of blue bumps that are followed by 
six pairs of red bumps down the length of the caterpillar’s 
back. Very young caterpillars appear mostly back with the 
markings being quite difficult to see for one to two weeks. 

 

These caterpillars are known for primarily feeding on oak, 
crabapple, linden, willow, birch, aspen, and more than 300 oth-
er species of trees through early July. While they don’t normal-
ly cause vast amounts of damage, the caterpillars can strip trees 
overnight during an outbreak. 

 

To manage the caterpillars, especially during an outbreak, it is 
recommended using barrier bands, collection bands, or apply-

ing insecticides to trees that you are hoping to spare from the damage. Spongy moth egg masses should be 
scraped from surfaces and plunged into soapy water.  

Eastern Tent Caterpillars are characterized with a bright 
white/yellow stripe running down the center of its entire back 
with small blue spots along the side of the center stripe that al-
so run down the length of its back. These caterpillars are also 
quite fuzzy/hairy in appearance. 

 

This type of caterpillar gets its name from the way it constructs 
tents in trees where the branches fork. Eastern Tent Caterpillars 
make their tents most  frequently in cherry, wild cherry, 
crabapple, and apple trees. 

 

The caterpillars are known to cause  some damage to the trees 
they make their homes in May to early June  which is their 
feeding time. Rather than attempting to remove the tents by 

pruning the tree, it is recommended that tree owners wait until dusk and strip the tents along with the caterpil-
lars from the trees with their hands while wearing rubber gloves. Then the caterpillars and their tents can either 
be plunged into soapy water, buried, or burned farther away from the tree.

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Stop the Spiny!

Many people love living in or visiting The Northland, 
particularly for all the opportunities that Lake Supe-
rior, inland lakes, and many miles of rivers offer to 
water enthusiasts. Perhaps you, dear reader, have 
enjoyed an activity that was on, in, or near the wa-
ter. Maybe you have not, but plan to do so in the 
future. It is because of this love and enjoyment of 
our waters that I am urging folks to prevent the 
spread of aquatic invasive species (AIS), also 
known as non-local beings, by following these best 
management practices before launching and before 
leaving:  

 Inspect watercraft, trailer, and equipment (and 
pets, if they were in the water).  

 Remove all plants, animals, and mud.  

 Drain all water from boats, vehicles, and equip-
ment 

 Never move plants or live fish away from a wa-
terbody 

These are the minimum steps required by Wiscon-
sin State Law; however, many people do more by 
taking their boats to a car wash or further disinfect-
ing and drying their equipment at home. Some 
boat landings have disinfection stations and a few 
organizations even have power washing units to 
help recreationists with this.  

While following the steps listed above will do won-
ders to prevent the spread of AIS of all kinds, there 
is one species I would like to focus on. If you have 
ever gone fishing at certain spots on Lake Superior, 
you might have noticed that upon reeling in your 

lures or downriggers, your lines build up a collec-
tion of pokey, whitish globs of a snot-like sub-
stance. If they got thick enough, those globs may 
have even fouled up your reels. When they dried 
out, they may have looked like tufts of cotton. That 
substance is clusters of small, individual animals 
called spiny water fleas.  

These critters belong to a group of animals known 
as zooplankton (microscopic animals) and they drift 
in the water. Spiny water fleas (SWF) are small to 
us, but to small fish, they seem quite large. So 
large, in fact, that small fish which depend on a di-
et of zooplankton and phytoplankton cannot eat 
them, due to the long spines that give them their 
name. Worse still, spiny water fleas are predators, 
and they eat a lot of the same things that small fish 
use as a food source. This in turn can cause fish 
starvation and zooplankton population decline, cre-
ating issues throughout the whole food web.  

Do not despair, though. Any water recreationist can 
do their part by hosing off their watercraft and 
equipment to remove the adults. Pay special atten-
tion to removing sediment from anchors and other 
equipment that sit on the lake bottom too, to en-
sure no spiny water flea resting eggs are transport-
ed to other areas. Douglas County also started a 
project called Stop the Spiny Campaign, supplying 
a few partners in Bayfield County with a short video 
(available on YouTube at https://
www.youtube.com/watch?v=hwW859qtbqA) and a 
neat handout for anglers. At select Lake Superior 
and inland lake boat landings (and while supplies 
last) anglers can receive a Swedish dish cloth with 
the Stop the Spiny message printed on it—these 
can be used to grip and wipe free any SWF built up 
on fishing and downrigger lines. As a bonus, these 
cloths are durable and reuseable, and non-branded 
versions are available locally in a few stores. What-
ever you happen to do in, on, or near the water, be 
sure to “wipe out” spiny water fleas!

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As road construction season begins, it is important to remember to be patient as travel times may be 
extended. It is important to allow yourself extra time to accommodate any possible construction, 
rushing will only put yourself and the work zone crew in danger. 

These tips can help you get in and out of a work zone safely: 

• Eliminate distractions like eating, drinking, talking on the phone, or fiddling with electronic de-
vices. Expect the unexpected. Speed limits may be reduced, traffic lanes may be changed, and 
people and vehicles may be working on or near the road. 

• Slow down. A car traveling 60 mph travels 88 feet per second, and the faster you go the longer 
it takes to stop. 

• Give yourself room. Rear-end collisions are the most common work zone crashes, so don’t tail-
gate. 

• Especially in busier areas, it pays to know the basics on the zipper merge. 
• Allow about four seconds of braking distance. At 60 mph, this equates to about 350 feet. 
• Look for signs. Orange, diamond-shaped signs usually give you ample warning of lane clos-

ings, construction areas, and flaggers and other workers ahead. 
• Be patient. If you don’t see workers, that doesn’t mean they’re not there. Observe the signs until 

you see one that says you’ve left the work zone. 
• Plan ahead. Leave early or map out an alternate route. Find the latest road conditions and work 

zone news at 511 Wisconsin. 
• Follow the law. Slow down and move over, if possible, when you see flashing lights. 
• Expect Delays. Check 511wi.gov for details about what's ahead before your next road trip. 

Texting and driving is illegal in Wisconsin. Also it is illegal to talk on a handheld cell phone while driv-
ing through a work zone. Please give undivided attention to the road for the safety of our workers.

From 7/1/23 through 6/30/24, 54 Bayfield County 
Jail inmates on Active Community Supervision 
participated in DOC jail programing. Participants 
engaged in individual counseling sessions and/or 
group sessions. There were 243 total sessions 
offered last fiscal year. On average, inmates par-
ticipated in a combination of 6 individual/group 
sessions throughout the fiscal year. 

 

• Combined mental providers conducted 209 
individual counseling sessions with 41 par-
ticipants and 34 group sessions, for both men 
and women, with 26 participants throughout 
the fiscal year. throughout the fiscal year. In-
mates attended an average of 5 individual ses-
sions throughout the fiscal year.

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Winter is ticking away and with longer and warmer days we are starting to turn our attention to summer pro-
jects.   

The winter of 2024-2025 is shaping up to be a little more average than the winter of 2023-2024 was.  It has 
still been a light winter when compared to previous winters and especially the winter of 2022-2023.  As of 
2/24/2025 we are showing an average snowfall of 82 inches.  When we are turning in storm reports to WIDOT 
we take an average snowfall measurement from all across the county.  As of Monday, March 17, 2025, frost 
depths are running at 60 inches.  We will continue to monitor frost tubes and see how warmer weather predic-
tions affect the depth.  Weight limits were put in place on  March 3, 2025. 

We are looking at summer projects and starting to prepare.  We have put out RFP’s (Request for Proposal’s) 
for paving.  As of now we plan on paving from USH-2 in Iron River north on CTH-A to the intersection of 
CTH’s A and B.  We also plan on paving CTH-E from Sandor Rd east to the CTH- E and H intersection.   

We plan to continue our pavement preservation projects that we started last year.  We are hoping to chip seal, 
shoulder, and paint all of CTH-D and CTH-M from the intersection of D east to Dells Rd.  This is a total of 
19.2 miles.   

Our WIDOT work plan is not complete yet, but we do know we will be crack sealing STH-118 and doing 
some much needed patch work on US-63 between Cable and Drummond.  We are in the process of setting up a 
meeting with WIDOT representatives to solidify other work they are hoping to complete.   

We also intend to continue to work with other departments on projects around the county.  We usually work 
with forestry and have some work planned to help the courthouse with the removal of the fuel tanks as well as 
at the County Fair. 

On a town level we would like to touch base and remind everyone that we are here to help.  Please let us know 
if we can be of any assistance.  Some services we can provide but are not limited too.  

• Crack sealing 
• Culvert replacement 
• Culvert liners 
• Material hauling 
• Ditching and riprap 

If you are wondering about something that you do not see on the list, please give us a call and ask. 

I’d also like to mention that the LRIP pilot program which took administrative duties from the highway com-
missioner and moved them to a consulting firm is coming to an end and needs to be resigned by June of 2025 if 
it is to continue.  I’d like to get feedback from the towns/cities on how this went and if they would like to keep 
it with the consultants or move it back to the county.  Also, if you are unaware of this program or have any 
questions about it, please feel free to contact me also.

A New Crop By and  
For Bayfield County

Back in 2007, we launched the Upper Midwest Hazelnut 
Development Initiative (UMHDI) with the goal of 
providing a new high value crop for Bayfield County, 
northern Wisconsin, and as it’s turning out, the eastern 
USA. Though it is taking longer than we had planned, it 
has been exciting to see Bayfield County leading the 
way.  Our very first research planting was started at the 
Betzold Farm (now Blue Ox Cidery) in 2009 from 
which we selected the UMHDI Go-FirstTM Series of ha-
zelnut cultivars, plants that are now in propagation and 
will be available to growers starting in 2026. In 2022, 
we established a new 6-acre breeding plot at the former 
Ashland Ag Research Station (now the Bayfield Busi-
ness Park). This planting is being used to demonstrate 
production of the new cultivars as well as breeding even 
better cultivars.  Hausers Superior View Farm in Bay-
field is helping with propagation and nursery stock pro-
duction. Our UMHDI hazelnut pilot processing line, the 
only one of its kind east of Oregon, is located at North-
land College. The pieces are now in place for this new 
crop and our goal over the next five years is to help 
farmers in the region start establishing new plantings.

The success of this project is directly 
related to the highly skilled and dedicated dis-
patchers serving these two counties as well as 
their ability to adapt to the new changes so effi-
ciently.

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Bayfield County has embarked on a comprehensive 
zoning code rewrite project to modernize the existing 
code. HKGi was hired to assist with the project. The 
existing zoning code has been in place for over 50 
years, undergoing only incremental updates. Project 
goals involve reorganizing the contents to establish a 
user-friendly format; utilizing tables, graphics, and 
clear and concise language; looking for opportunities 
to support additional housing opportunities; and incor-
porating sustainable and resilient design. 
 
ONLINE COMMUNITY SURVEY: 
An online community survey was created and shared 
widely throughout the county to solicit input on the 
current zoning code, including topics that should be 
addressed as part of the project, preferred types of de-
velopment in the county, areas of the code that need 
improvement, and insight into the relationship be-
tween towns and the county.

To date, over 100 surveys have been received. The 
following themes have emerged from the survey re-
sponses: 
 An emphasis on the need for affordable housing 

and options to accommodate people in a 
 variety of situations 
 Support for higher-density development in target-

ed areas 
 A strong desire to preserve the natural resources of 

the County and concerns about sprawl and the im-
pacts of development 

 Frustrations with the permitting process for build-
ing, special, and conditional use permits 

 Support for simplifying the zoning code and mak-
ing it easier for the public to understand 

 Interest in improving communications and trans-
parency in zoning decision-making 

 Concerns around standards for septic systems, 
shoreland setbacks, wireless facilities, short term 
rentals, and lot sizes 

 
ADDITIONAL CODE ANALYSIS: 
County staff helped annotate the existing code to point 
out sections that are vague or seem 
inconsistent, create issues with enforcement, or are 
otherwise problematic and should be revisited as part 
of the rewrite project. HKGi has compiled these com-
ments into a spreadsheet to assist with 
tracking and to help identify high priority areas to be 
addressed. 
 
In light of all of the information collected to date, 
there appear to be seven broad areas that should be 
addressed as changes to the code are initiated: 
1. Reorganization of code content for improved pub-

lic navigation and accessibility 
2. Simplification or clarification of information 

(regulations, definitions, processes, etc.) to help 
the general public or permit applicants understand 
what is expected and the standards of evaluation 

3. Updated standards/regulations to better address the 
needs of property owners and businesses 

4. Revisions to zoning districts to accommodate ad-
ditional housing in targeted areas 

5. Updated language or standards to align with cur-
rent State or Federal regulations 

6. Address process questions related to permitting or 
approvals, especially interjurisdictional (between 
county and towns) 

7. Removal or modification of standards/regulations 
that lack a clear purpose or the intent is not able to 
be determined 

 
LISTENING SESSIONS: 
HKGi and county staff facilitated multiple listening 
sessions throughout the county January 27-29. Over 
150 individuals attended these listening sessions to 
provide input on the existing code.

HKGi will prepare a Zoning Diagnosis memo summarizing all of the information and outlining the areas of 
change to be carried out over the course of the year.

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New Senior  
Housing Proposed 
in the Town of Bell 
 

 

Like much of rural northern Wisconsin, Cornucopia is 
experiencing a demographic shift with an increasing 
number of retirees choosing to settle in the area. At the 
same time, a booming outdoor tourism economy accel-
erated by the pandemic, has resulted in the rapid 
growth of short-term rentals in the area. This shift has 
reduced the availability of affordable housing for year- 
round residents, making it hard for local employers to 
recruit or retain workers. A lack of new development 
means there are limited options available for seniors 
who wish to downsize from their single-family homes 

without leaving the community. 

Thanks in part to a grant from the Wisconsin Economic 
Development Corporation (WEDC) and the Office of 
Rural Prosperity, the effort to develop a proposal for 
new housing in Cornucopia for independent seniors is 
moving forward. As part of the two-year Thrive Rural 
grant initiative, the Bayfield County Housing Authority 
will receive up to $50,000 to cover pre-development 
expenses related to the effort, including necessary 
market research, site assessments, legal expenses, 
community engagement, and more. 

With Bayfield County Extension and the Town of Bell 
Senior Housing Work Group, a recent housing survey 
was completed in the Town of Bell, followed by an in-
teractive “Design Charrette” to gather public input and 
design ideas for the future development. 

 

Area residents gathered at the Design Wisconsin workshop 
in Cornucopia to provide input about the new senior hous-
ing proposal. 

Here are some of the key takeaways: 

• 71% of respondents expressed a preference for a 
greater variety of housing options with the commu-
nity. 

• 49% of all respondents, regardless of age, ex-
pressed interest in moving into independent senior 
housing. 

• Among respondents aged 60 or older, 39 individu-
als indicated they likely move into independent 
senior housing if it was available in Cornucopia. 

These responses reinforced results from a 2006 hous-
ing survey in the Town of Bell, which showed 46% of 
respondents favored more housing options for elderly 
residents who wished to remain in the community. To-
day, the population of the Town of Bell has a median 
age of 64.8, which is substantially higher than the 
statewide median age of 40.5 (though lower than the 
median age in the Village of Cornucopia, which is 
71.8). 

The working group has identified a potential location 
and is proceeding with a site survey to be completed 
this spring. If you’d like to learn more about the effort, 
the Town of Bell Senior Housing Work Group meets 
regularly at the Bell Community Center at 5 p.m. on 
the first Thursday of every month. 

In the Town of Bell’s Comprehensive Plan 

(2010- 2029), this was identified as a key goal 

moving forward: 

“Provide elderly and assisted living residences 
and services within the Town of Bell. The Town of 
Bell will pursue resources that will allow the ag-

ing population to remain in their homes or in 
their community.”

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Artesian Well Protection and Private Water  
Inspection Program 

The Bayfield County Health Department is working with the Wisconsin DNR to become cer-
tified to conduct water supply inspections for private residences.  This will expand on the 
health department’s existing services of public water supply inspections. 

The new services resulted from requests from residents for residential well inspections and 
from the new Well Protection and Private Water Systems Ordinance. https://

• Drinking Water Tests 
Laboratory testing of water samples:  The Bayfield County Health Department tests public and private 
drinking water for residents and non-residents.   Coliform Bacteria, E-Coli Bacteria and Nitrates are tested 
at our in-house laboratory.   Bacteria/E-Coli tests are $25 and Nitrate tests are $25.   Test kits for Arsenic, 
Lead and nitrites are analyzed at a partner laboratory.  

 
• Well and Water System Inspections 

We are expanding our public water system inspection service to private residences through the DNR well 
delegation program.   The water supply inspection will cover a well and pressure system inspection and 
testing for coliform bacteria, E-Coli bacteria, nitrates and arsenic.  

The inspection will look for specific features that do not comply with the state’s well regulations in NR 
812, Wisconsin Administrative Code including compliance with separation distances from potential 
sources of contamination or flooding.  

The inspector will identify any visible and known noncom-
plying features of the well and pressure system. Some fea-
tures - such as well casing depth – and some possible con-
taminant sources are buried and cannot be seen without 
opening the well, excavating, or conducting a records 
search. The inspector will note whether additional investiga-
tion is recommended to assess features that cannot be seen.

• Ground Water Protection 
Prevention of ground water contamination will ensure safe drinking water for all Bayfield County resi-
dents.  Unused wells or those that have been abandoned pose a significant contamination risk to groundwa-
ter.  The empty well pipe is a direct path from the surface to the groundwater.  Contaminants can easily 
flow from the surface to the groundwater through these unused pipes.  There is state and county funding 
available for residents to help properly seal unused wells to prevent groundwater contamination to the aq-
uifer.  The water supply specialist will reach out to residents with new wells who may need assistance in 
sealing old wells.

In total, there were 210 automobile crashes reported in Bayfield County in 2024, 176 of these crashes reported 

no injuries and one of these crashes resulted in a fatality. Overall, the total number of crashes was down 25% 

from the previous year. Out of the total number of crashes, 60 crashes were caused by drivers aged 65 and up, 

which is a 12% increase from the previous year and 18 were caused by teen drivers, which represents a 29% 

decrease. The number of crashes caused by impaired drivers is down a whopping 34%!

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WHAT IS A VSO?  WHAT DOES A VSO DO? 

VSO stands for Veterans Service Office.  

A VSO is trained and accredited by the VA to provide 
assistance and advocate for veterans, servicemembers, 
dependents, and survivors. We are part of Veterans Ser-
vice Organization known as WDVA (Wisconsin Depart-
ment of Veteran Affairs), American Legion, Disabled 
American Veterans, National Association of County Vet-
erans Service Officers, and Veterans of Foreign Wars.  

VSOs have your best interest in mind and exist to help 
YOU get the benefits for which you are eligible. We strive 
to educate, empower, and assist on various benefit claims 
for veterans and dependents where applicable.   

The VSO is meant to represent the Veteran. The goal of 
this representation is to help you understand your benefits 
and the process.  We also know what the VA is looking 
for with each claim.  

If you’re sick, do you not go to your doctor? 

If you’re in trouble, do you not seek a lawyer? 

Same scenario here - if you’re a Veteran or 
family member, seek the VSO.  Our services 
are absolutely free! 

Please note: Attempting to navigate the system without 
this representation can cause a lot of headaches. Instead 
of trying to figure it out on your own, it’s best to use a 
VSO that knows the process.  DO NOT let anyone charge 
you a fee for filing veterans’ benefits as there are what we 
call “Claim Predators” out there that prey on Veterans 
and their families. 

WHAT BENEFITS ARE AVAILABLE TO ME? 

As a veteran, you may be eligible for a range of benefits 
including:  

VA disability compensation, VA health care benefits, VA 
home loans, VA education benefits, VA pension, burial 
benefits, readjustment counseling, and career counsel-
ing depending on your service record and discharge sta-
tus.  

Key points about veteran benefits: 

Disability compensation: 

If you sustained a service-related condition - You got sick 
or injured while serving in the military—and can link this 
condition to your illness or injury (called an in-service 
disability claim), or 

You had an illness or injury before you joined the mili-
tary—and serving made it worse (called a pre-service dis-
ability claim), or 

You have a disability related to your active-duty service 
that didn’t appear until after you ended your service 
(called a post-service disability claim) 

You may be eligible for monthly disability compensation 
based on the severity of your condition.  

 

VA health care: 

Veterans can access medical care through the VA system, 
including preventive care, inpatient treatment, and pre-
scription drugs.  

 

VA home loan: 

Veterans can often qualify for favorable terms on home 
loans with a VA guarantee.  

 

Education benefits: 

VA education benefits help Veterans, service members, 
and their qualified family members with needs like paying 
college tuition, finding the right school or training pro-
gram, and getting career counseling. 

 

VA pension: 

Veterans with limited income who served during wartime 
may be eligible for a monthly pension.  

 

Burial benefits: 

VA burial benefits can help service members, Veterans, 
and their family members plan and pay for a burial or me-
morial service in a VA national cemetery. Family mem-
bers can also order memorial items to honor the service of 
a Veteran.

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Avel eCare Crisis Care Expands to Wisconsin with  
Bayfield County Sheriff’s Office 

Washburn, WI  – Avel eCare is expanding its Crisis Care program into Wis-
consin with the Bayfield County Sheriff’s Office, marking the first law enforce-
ment agency in the state to implement the telemedicine service. This addition 
brings the total number of sites utilizing Avel eCare Crisis Care to 154 nation-
wide. 

Providing Critical Support to Law Enforcement 

Bayfield County deputies now have 24/7 access to behavioral health professionals via telemedicine, offering 
real-time de-escalation support, safety planning, and referrals to community resources. This program ensures 
individuals in crisis receive immediate care, reducing unnecessary hospitalizations and incarceration. 

“This program enables us to assist individuals in crisis by offering immediate services, ensuring they receive 
the necessary resources from the comfort of their own home,” said Lt Tristan Kern from Bayfield County 
Sheriff’s Office. 

“With our innovative technology, we are able to connect with law enforcement wherever they are dispatched, 
providing a mental health assessment for individuals in crisis,” said Amber Reints, Behavioral Health and 
Crisis Care leader at Avel eCare. 

Connecting to Community Resources 

Crisis Care strengthens local mental health support by partnering with Bayfield County’s Department of Hu-
man Services (DHS) to provide immediate referrals. 

“The co-responder model of behavioral health providers responding with law enforcement is the gold stand-
ard. Avel’s Virtual Crisis Care team allows our deputies to respond with that same gold-level standard in rural 
communities,” said Tom Croteau, Behavioral Health and Community Programs section manager. 

“Again, what we’re able to do is de-escalate, help them feel seen and heard, and create a safe space over tech-
nology,” added Reints. 

A Growing National Impact 

Avel eCare Crisis Care now operates in 154 locations, helping law enforcement manage mental health-related 
calls. With rising demand for crisis intervention, Avel eCare continues to expand access and improve mental 
health outcomes nationwide. 

Northern Lights Focus 

Northern Lights Services, Inc. is the coun-
ty’s only skilled nursing home.  In partner-
ship with Bayfield County, Northern 
Lights has undertaken major facility im-
provements including a new generator, 
upgraded electrical, new air handlers, heat-
ers and air conditioners, window, tele-
phone system and new roof.  2025 projects 
include cooker and freezer replacements, 
more air handlers and air conditioning 
units, insulation and HVAC controls.
